Class Description

The Purpose of this course is to prepare students to work with children in early childhood settings and covering ages conception to 8 years.  The content will include concepts of cognitive, emotional, social and physical development.  Course includes readings of textbooks and supplemental materials based on issues facing young children.  This class will also include classroom activities to use with each age group and hands-on training working with students in the on-campus child care center as health restrictions allow.

Class Structure

Course Work:

ECD 108: Observing Young Children 
Course Description:  Techniques for effectively observing and recording child characteristics and behavior.  One-half lecture/One-half lab.

Text: There is no textbook for this class. Reading assignments provided in the Supplemental Materials and via links in the syllabus. You are expected to access all reading materials provided and linked. 

Introduction:  Observing young children is fundamental to teaching and caregiving at all age levels. Understanding how children learn, what they are learning, and what they are ready to learn begins with observation. In this course you will be introduced to a variety of observation and recording techniques for the purpose of formative assessment. Practicing observation skills, data interpretation, and planning in response to observation will be emphasized.

Grading and Course Objectives:  You are expected to meet all course objectives by completing the course readings and all written assignments. All assignments must be submitted to your instructor by the agreed upon deadlines.  As you complete the readings and written assignments, you will need to meet with your instructor regularly (for at least 7.5 hours over the course of the semester) to discuss and submit your work. Grades will be assigned based on whether the submitted work satisfactorily demonstrates your learning of the course objectives, is presented professionally, and is submitted in a timely manner. Grading will also be based on your participation in the Instructional Visits. ECD 128: Culture, Language and Community 

Course Description: ECD 128 explores how culture, language and community impact child development and learning. We will begin by exploring how our beliefs and experiences shape us culturally, and how those same beliefs and experiences affect how we work with young children and their families. Next, we will look at cultural, linguistic, and community influences on young children’s development and learning. We will then examine strategies for creating safe and supportive learning programs for diverse young learners and their families.

Grading and Course Objectives: You are expected to meet all course objectives by completing the course readings and all written assignments. All assignments must be submitted to your instructor by the agreed upon due dates. As you complete the readings and written assignments, you will need to meet with your instructor regularly to discuss and submit your work. For this course, or cluster of courses, you are expected to meet with your instructor for approximately 7.5 hours over the course of the semester. In addition to your instructional time, you must document at least 16 hours of practicum activity over the course of the semester. Your grade will be based on whether the submitted work satisfactorily demonstrates your learning of the objectives, is presented professionally, and is submitted in a timely manner. Grading will also be based on your participation in Instructional Visits. Failure to be available during each Instructional Visit or prepared with completed assignments may affect your ability to demonstrate your learning and in turn your grade. A grade of C or better is required for all core classes toward an intended degree (e.g., Certificate of Proficiency, AAS, or AAEC).

ECD 186: Effective Interactions for Learning 
Course Description: Overview of the important role of adult-child interactions in the

development of young children. Explores the topics of attachment, building warm relationships,

and effective scaffolding using questioning and language strategies to promote self-regulation

and learning in children ages birth – five years. Teacher-child interactions have become a significant topic of research related to high-quality early childhood education. This course will support your understanding of the value and importance of effective interactions with young children.

ECD 187 - Supporting STEM in Early Childhood
Course Description: Overview of integrated learning approaches to teaching young children science, technology, engineering and math (STEM) concepts. Reviews strategies and techniques for planning, developing, and implementing developmentally appropriate and effective STEM curriculum for young children birth to age five.

Text: Chaille and Davis, Integrating Math and Science in Early Childhood Classrooms through Big Ideas. Pearson ISBN: 978-0137145799 You will also need access to the Arizona Early Learning Standards and the Infant-Toddler Developmental Guidelines. Introduction: Children need opportunities to learn to think critically about their world. To do so, children need to be exposed to experiences that allow them to question, investigate, experiment, analyze, and problem solve. By providing children with a wide variety of experiences that support their thinking related to science, technology, engineering and math, children will grow and develop a high level of cognitive skills preparing them for more difficult and abstract thinking later in development. Early childhood environments must provide children with multiple, developmentally appropriate and effective STEM activities.
Grading and Course Objectives: You are expected to meet all course objectives by completing the course readings and all written assignments. All identified written assignments must be submitted to your instructor by the agreed upon due dates. As you complete the readings and written assignments, you will need to meet with your instructor regularly (for at least 7.5 hours over the course of the semester) to discuss and submit your work. ECD 217 - Early Childhood Language and Literacy 
Course Description: Methods and materials to support young children’s emerging language and literacy skills using whole child, integrated approaches to learning. Includes topics in communication, early reading and early writing.

Text: Schickedanz, Judith A. and Collins, Molly F. (2013). So Much More Than the ABCs: The Early Phases of Reading and Writing. Washington DC: National Association for the Education of Young Children.  Supplemental journal articles and other readings as assigned - some attached, some found online.  

Introduction:  This course surveys the wide-reaching and inter-related topics of language and literacy learning for young children – ages birth-5 years. We will begin with language development as the foundation for later literacy learning. This course begins with an overview of developmental stages of, and influences on language and literacy learning. Senior Year Second Semester

ECD 110 - Building Relationships with Families 
Course Description: Overview of the importance of the family and early childhood professional relationship. Strategies for engaging with families and building strong relationships as a means to support children’s positive growth and development.

Introduction:  The involvement of families in early childhood settings has often focused on educating parents about child development, acting more as a one-way process. In this role, the “professional” was considered the expert from whom the family could learn. However, both the early childhood professional and families want children to develop in healthy ways, to be able to take care of themselves, to enjoy educational experiences, feel confident, have pride in their efforts and learn to get along with others. When families feel welcomed by professionals and included in decisions, there is greater likelihood of continuity between the home and other settings. Children’s outcomes are also more likely to be positive when families and professionals have two-way communications and relationships. Building a partnership with each child’s family supports healthy development and improves children’s experiences. Open communication is a key factor affecting your relationship with families. This course will focus on building your communication skills so that you may effectively engage with families across all early childhood settings. Course topics will include: family-centered practice, family make-up and diversity, positive family/professional communication strategies, honoring family diversity, and collaborative relationships.

ECD 175 – Professionalism
Course Description: Components of professionalism of the early childhood profession, including ethical behavior, advocacy and commitment of professional growth.

Introduction:  The field of early childhood is a diverse profession. It covers everything from caregiving of infants though preschool age children, teacher mentoring, administration in childcare, early intervention, and family support and education programs. But whatever the setting and age level, children are always learning, and that means that every person who works with young children or their families is a teacher.  A most important question to ask yourself is, “Why have I chosen this profession?” Your answer will begin you on the road to professionalism. It may include reasons like:

• I enjoy working with children.

• I can make a difference in children’s lives.

• I can help families.

• I like work that is varied and challenging.

• I am needed by children and their families.

Whatever your reason for choosing early childhood, this profession offers both special challenges and special rewards. It is a challenge to develop those special skills needed to work with young children - knowledge of child development, unending patience, creativity, good judgment, strength of character and maturity. Because of the physical and emotional demands of working with children and families, you must continually attend to your personal and professional growth.

This course will help you become aware of the history and changes in our profession, to find ways to enhance your professional development, to learn about professional ethics and to become an advocate for children and families.

Failure to be available during your Instructional Visit or complete all assignments may affect your ability to demonstrate learning and in turn, your grade. A grade of C or better is required for all core classes toward an intended degree in early childhood (e.g., Certificate of Proficiency or AAS).
