PE – Mr. Henry
Seven Mile Elementary PE, when taught outside the box, is one of 
the greatest joys of PE. Whether your child is a current couch 
potato or destined for skilled sports, all children can benefit 
from PE.

As we enter into Ghaazi (October), we are viewing the season’s 
change, the cold weather approaching us, and other related 
activities.  
It is my goal that your child learns the basics to advance their 
speaking everyday language culture related to weather, holidays, 
etc.  They are also very thrilled about their hands-on activity 
which will be taking place here soon.

If there 
is a pattern of late arrivals/early checkouts, this can be 
grounds for a Truancy letter to be served.
